Millar said he sent Anthropologie lots of information about downtown
Greenville, including an article published in the US Airways magazine and
the ZIP codes of people who bought tickets to the “Wicked” show at the
Peace Center to show downtown'’s regional draw.

“We pulled out all the stops,” said Millar, executive vice president of Divaris
Real Estate Inc.

“Because of everything we had given them, once they decided to try a
smaller prototype in secondary markets, Greenville was at the top of their
list.”

Millar said it helped that one of Anthropologie's real estate brokers in
Nashville had visited downtown Greenville for a wedding last year and been
impressed.

City of Greenville officials have set aside $4 million to redesign Piazza
Bergamo and make other public improvements in conjunction with the
development.

Mayor Knox White has said the improvements may include streetscape work
on Coffee and North Laurens streets and better access to the city parking garage on Richardson Street.

arrival of Anthropelogie.

A mix of commercial and residential uses is key to downtown's vitality, White said, and recruiting anchor
retailers has been one of the biggest challenges in the city’s longtime push to revitalize downtown.

“We want a mix of activities downtown for downtown’s sustainability,” he said. “It can’t be just about
entertainment alone. It can't be just about office. It needs to be all three. And the retail environment is always
challenging. It's always the last to return to downtown.”

Helen Sanders, a project manager with Hughes' company, Hughes Development, and the developer’s
daughter, said CertusBank will take 6,000 square feet of the retail space for a branch.
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
